Application for an Amended Preliminary Subdivision Plat and Amended Final Subdivision Plat for Sommers & Highway N Subdivision to request a minor reconfiguration of the proposed lot lines for Lot No. 2 and the common ground.  The lot lines for Lot No. 1 (the QuikTrip site), the landscaping for the overall development, the location of the private drive serving the two lots, and the final grading for the site will remain unchanged, as previously approved.  The parcel has 5.02 acres and is zoned HC (Highway Commercial).  The parcel is generally located at the Southwest corner of State Highway N and Sommers Road, adjacent to Sommers Landing Subdivision.
