VI. PUBLIC HEARINGS:

FIVE MINUTE LIMIT FOR COMMENTS – Residents who wish to speak will be limited to no more than five minutes for their comments. The Board of Aldermen will hold their comments or responses, until after the close of the Public Comment section of the agenda.  

Application of a proposed Preliminary Subdivision Plat and Final Subdivision Plat to create two (2) one acre commercial lots and future development of up to six (6) additional commercial lots to be known as Tri-Color Commercial Development.  The parcel has 9.66 acres and is zoned HC (Highway Commercial).  The parcel is generally located at the Southwest corner of Technology Drive and MO State Highway 40 adjacent to Dardenne Town Square.  Application submitted by Tri-Color, LLC.

Application of a Code Amendment to the Lake Saint Louis Municipal Code Title V. Building and Construction, Chapter 500: Building Regulations, Article I. Building Code including, but not limited to, G. Escrows Or Bonds Required From Owner And Professional Builders (other than residential builders); Title IV. Land Use, Chapter 405: Development Regulations and General Provisions, Article VI. Application Procedures including, but not limited to, Section 405.250: Final Subdivision Plat; Title IV. Land Use, Chapter 415: Subdivision Regulations including, but not limited to, Section 415.100: Improvement and Performance Bond Or Escrow and Section 415.110: Inspection Of Improvements in consideration of eliminating the requirement for the posting of a “Builder’s Escrow” for the construction of non-residential structures (primarily, commercial or industrial buildings, but including large multi-family residential projects) and other development-related escrow requirements in the Municipal Code to provide similar protections for the community.  Application submitted by City of Lake Saint Louis.

A public hearing will be held for citizen’s input on the proposed property tax rates, which are projected to be required from the property tax, to produce revenues for the budget year beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2010.  Property taxes are determined by multiplying the current tax rate by the assessed valuation.  The result is divided by $100.00 so the tax rate will be assessed at 59.51 cents ($.5951) per one hundred dollars ($100.00) for the General Fund and 39.94 cents ($.3994) per one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation for the General Obligation Debt Service Fund.
