Application of a proposed Residential Re-subdivision Plat to incorporate Lot 79 into Lots 78 and 80 to create larger lots to be known as Lake Saint Louis Plat 269.  The parcels are zoned PR (Planned Residential) and total area 35,954 square feet.  The property is located on Silent Meadow Drive, south of Crystal Brook Ct, in the Manors at Meadowbrook subdivision.  The application was submitted by John M. Daniels.

Application of for a proposed Amendment to Municipal Code Title IV. Land Use, Chapter 430: Additional Development Standards, Article III. Sign Regulations to allow for the use of temporary directional signs for one-day-per-month realtor tours. Notice is hearby given that the Board of Aldermen of the City of Lake Saint Louis, Missouri will hold a public hearing on Monday, August 17, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers, City Hall, 200 Civic Center Drive, Lake Saint Louis, Missouri.  Citizens may be heard on the proposed property tax rates, which are projected to be required from the property tax, to produce revenues for the budget year beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2010.  Property taxes are determined by multiplying the current tax rate by the assessed valuation.  The result is divided by $100.00 so the tax rate will be assessed at 59.51 cents ($.5951) per one hundred dollars ($100.00) for the General Fund and 39.94 cents ($.3994) per one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation for the General Obligation Debt Service fund.
