FIVE MINUTE LIMIT FOR COMMENTS – Residents who wish to speak will be limited to no more than five minutes for their comments. The Board of Aldermen will hold their comments or responses, until after the close of the Public Comment section of the agenda.
Application for a Special Use Permit to allow the operation of evening and weekend adult education classes for Maryville University in the Coldwell Banker Gundaker office building. The building is located at 3401 Technology Drive, which is west of The Meadows Shopping Center. The building is located on 1.60 acres and zoned HC (Highway Commercial). The application was submitted by Maryville University of St. Louis.  Note: To enable consideration of this request by the Planning & Zoning Commission and the Board of Aldermen, the staff of the City will be proposing an Amendment to the Municipal Code, specifically allowing college extension campuses to be located in the City's HC (Highway Commercial) zoning district as a special permit use.

The building is on 0.93 acre and zoned HC (Highway Commercial).
