Karen Vennard, Mayor Pro Tem, read Resolution No. 03-07-16 (1).

Alderman Torlina made a motion to approve Resolution No. 03-07-16 (1). The motion
was seconded by Alderman Pellerito; the poll of the Board being ayes: Torlina, Pellerito,
Potter, Law, Turner and Vennard. Nays, none. The motion passed.

BOARD COMMENTS:

Alderman Law told the Board that Dee Davenport informed him that the Community
Association (CA) has hired a new employee, Bryan Devost, to replace Ron Wilson.
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Alderman Torlina said the Sewer District Committee will interview three (3)
respondents to the request for bids for services related to inspecting and cleaning the
sewer pipes (originally there were four (4), but one withdrew from consideration).

STAFF COMMENTS:

Mike Force, Police Chief, noted three (3) Police Department (PD) employees lost loved
ones this weekend. Chief Force said PD is working to finalize the selection process for
two (2) Lake Saint Louis officers to attend the National Law Enforcement Memorial Day
ceremony in Washington D.C.

Derek Koestel, Public Works Director, said staff has drafted the sewer lateral bid and
it's currently being reviewed. Staff recommends that the bid document include unit
pricing for emergency repairs (an emergency repair is one that results in the sewer
service being shut off). The Board agreed with staff's recommendation.

Renee Roettger, Finance Director, stated we have to provide our non-binding estimate
for the Real Estate Tax Levy to the County by April 8, 2016. Ms. Roettger did not
anticipate any changes from last year and suggested we use last year's numbers. The
Board unanimously agreed and authorized the Finance Director to notify the County
that our non-binding estimate for the Real Estate Tax Levy will be the same as last
year.

Paul Markworth, City Administrator, suggested the Board send a letter of opposition to
St. Charles County and ask St. Charles County not to favorably consider the rezoning
application from Mr. Keeven. Mr. Markworth noted Mr. Keeven’s request for rezoning
is not compatible with the zoning you want to have in the “hi-tech” corridor. The Board
agreed and directed staff to send the letter of opposition.
