The Board of Aldermen for the City of Lake Saint Louis, Missouri met in regular session 
on Monday, June 2, 2014, at 7:00 p.m. in the Board Room at City Hall, 200 Civic Center 
Drive, Lake Saint Louis, Missouri.

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Bill No. 3473 – An ordinance to adopt a Budget by Fund for the City of Lake 
Saint Louis, Missouri fiscal year beginning July 1, 2014 and ending June 30,

Alderman Schweikert made a motion to authorize the first reading of Bill No. 3473. 
The motion was seconded by Alderman Torlina and passed unanimously. Bill No.

Bill No. 3474 – An ordinance to adopt a budget revision for the City of Lake Saint 
Louis’ budgets for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2013 and ending June 30, 
2014.

Alderman Pellerito made a motion to authorize the first reading of Bill No. 3474. The 
motion was seconded by Alderman Torlina and passed unanimously. Bill No. 3474 
was read.

Alderman Pellerito made a motion to authorize the second reading of Bill No. 3474. 
The motion was seconded by Alderman Torlina and passed unanimously. Bill No.

MOTION TO PASS AND ADOPT THE SECOND READING OF BILL NO. 3474 AND 
ADOPT SAME BY ASSIGNING ORDINANCE NO. 3286. 

 
Alderman Pellerito made a motion to approve the second reading of Bill No. 3474 
and pass same by assigning Ordinance No. 3286.  The motion was seconded by 
Alderman Schweikert; the poll of the Board being ayes: Zito, Law, Torlina, 
Schweikert and Pellerito.  Nays, none. Alderman Vennard was absent.  The motion 
passed. 
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BOARD COMMENTS: 
 

Alderman Law addressed Dee Davenport and said it was nice to see her.  He 
informed her that he has discussed her concern with Derek Koestel, Public Works 
Director, and Paul Markworth, City Administrator, regarding holding Berra 
accountable.  He added he would get with her later regarding this subject. 

 
Alderman Pellerito asked if there was anything new regarding Denny’s Restaurant.  
Staff replied, “No.”  

 
Mayor Sidebottom noted there were two (2) Associations that met the criteria of the 
Ordinance that was in effect at the time they submitted their requests for private 
street snow removal reimbursements:  Log Cabin Association and Heritage at Hawk 
Ridge.  Staff will process and forward their reimbursement checks. 

 
STAFF COMMENTS: 

            
Mike Force, Police Chief, said he is working on a Proclamation for the Mayor and 
Board declaring Matthew Cooper Day, June 21, 2014.  It will be ready for the June 
16th Board of Aldermen Meeting.  The plan is for the Mayor or his representative to 
present a plague and the “key to our City” to Matt Cooper at the end of the Poker 
Run on June 21, 2014. 
 
Mr. Koestel informed the Board he has been working on the Federal Streetscape 
Grant application for the Lake Saint Louis Boulevard upgrade (sidewalk between the 
Spillway Bridge and Veterans Memorial Parkway).  Cost for the project is $540,000; 
the City’s share of that cost is $110,000. 
 
Mr. Markworth said he has contacted adjacent property owners asking for their 
support of the Lake Saint Louis Streetscape Project and he asked if they would be 
willing to donate easements.  The donations will help the grant application score 
higher and will improve our chances of receiving Federal funds.  He went on to say 
that both Chuck Koviak and  Ankur Patel have agreed to donate easements, and he 
is talking with Mike Cissell.  Staff will be following-up with the other property owners, 
noting it is critical to the success of the Streetscape Project that we get support and 
easements donated from all of the property owners.
