Property Assessed Clean Energy (PACE)

David Pickerill, executive Director of the Missouri Clean Energy District, provided information and answered questions about PACE.  Mr. Pickerill explained that PACE is a financing tool that allows property owners to borrow money for renewable energy and energy efficient property improvements with no upfront cost.  Mr. Pickerill explained how the elected officials can join the District and provide the benefits of PACE to their community, noting the City will need to adopt an ordinance to become eligible for the program. 
The Board held a general discussion about the program.  Staff was directed to prepare an Ordinance for the Board’s consideration at the next meeting.  
Budget Changes

Paul Markworth, City Administrator, presented information and answered questions about the budget changes that were made after the proposed 2016/17 fiscal year budget was presented at the last meeting.  (See attached power-point presentation).
