THREE MINUTE LIMIT FOR COMMENTS – Residents who wish to speak will be limited to no more than three (3) minutes for their comments. The Board of Aldermen will hold their comments or responses, until after the close of the Public Comment section of the agenda.
Application requesting a Special Use Permit to operate an adult daycare facility for elderly and disabled adults to be known as New Life with Angels Adult Daycare. The site is located on 3.75 acres and zoned HC (Highway Commercial). The daycare center is at 930 Bent Oak Court located south of Interstate 70 and east of Bent Oak Cutoff.
