VII. PUBLIC HEARINGS:

THREE MINUTE LIMIT FOR COMMENTS – Residents who wish to speak will be limited to no more than three (3) minutes for their comments. The Board of Aldermen will hold their comments or responses until after the close of the Public Comment section of the agenda.
Application for a proposed Zoning Amendment to rezone from NU (Non-Urban) to SR1 (Single-Family Residential, 15,000 square foot minimum) and for a proposed Preliminary Subdivision Plat to create a twenty (20) lot single-family residential development. The property is on 19.03 acres and is generally located at the terminus of Silver Fern Court in Villas at Crimson Oaks subdivision, east of Duello Road, west of Highway 40, south of Prospect Road.
