Application for a proposed Re-Subdivision of 13 and 15 Bayside Court of Lot  9 Lake Saint Louis Bayside Estates to be known as Lake Saint Louis Plat 285. The property is zoned “MR” (Multi-Family Residential) and on 9,506 square feet lot. The lot is generally located south of I-70, east of Deloire Drive, adjacent to Bayside Court. Bill No. 3481 – An ordinance authorizing the acceptance of streets in the residential subdivision platted as Mason Glen Plat One and the stormwater collection systems serving the lots fronting on, and associated with, the streets in the subdivision, the plat for which having been previously recorded in the St. Charles County Recorder of Deeds Office.
