Application for a proposed Re-Subdivision of 13 and 15 Bayside Court of Lot  9 Lake Saint Louis Bayside Estates to be known as Lake Saint Louis Plat 285. The property is zoned “MR” (Multi-Family Residential) and on 9,506 square feet lot. The lot is generally located south of I-70, east of Deloire Drive, adjacent to Bayside Court. The result is divided by $100.00 so the tax rate will be assessed at 59.51 cents ($.5951) per one hundred dollars ($100.00) for the General Fund and 47.00 cents ($.4700) per one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation for the General Obligation Debt Service fund.
