It
was really nice.

Alderman Turner said Heritage at Hawk Ridge, as they have for several years,
also held a 4" of July parade and celebration at their clubhouse. They post
colors and hold a singing program.

Mayor Schweikert informed the Board she received letters of appreciation from
the Police Association thanking the Mayor and the Board for the plaque and for
recognizing the Lake Saint Louis Police Department (LSLPD) during police week.
A “thank you” was also received from Kyle Gaines, Director of Community
Relations for the St. Charles County Ambulance District, for their plaque
recognition.

Mayor Schweikert reminded everyone that the ground-breaking ceremony for
Cottages at Lake Saint Louis is scheduled for 10:00 a.m. tomorrow.

STAFF COMMENTS:

Steve Schertel, Community Development Director, issued 29 single-family
occupancy permits for the month of April — the most ever issued in a month.
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The City issued 123 total residential permits last year.
Paul Markworth, City Administrator, said the Ambassadors had great fireworks!
